The Peace Pole is crafted out of cedar, bearing the inscription “may peace prevail on earth” in English, Spanish, Japanese, American Sign Language (ASL), and Braille. Several area businesses donated to this event including Sutherlands Lumber, Sturtz & Copeland, and McGuckins Hardware. 
In addition to the Peace Pole planting, Boulder College of Massage Therapy and Tees For Change have teamed up to produce “Massage for Peace” t-shirts made from sustainable bamboo. The cost is $30 per shirt. 100% of proceeds from t-shirt sales benefit the Boulder College of Massage Therapy service program and the Global Mala Project (www.globalmala.org). The purpose of the Global Mala is to unite the global yoga community from every continent, school or approach to form a "mala around the earth" through collective practices as the yoga world's offering to further the UN International Peace Day. “Massage for Peace” t-shirts will be sold September 21-28, 2008 at the Yoga Journal conference in Estes Park at the Tees For Change booth. 

“’Massage for Peace’ represents the simple act of reaching out and touching someone in need. Extending the love, care, and respect that comes from nurturing touch to another human being is a gift that enriches life and eases suffering,” commented Carol Brunelli, Director of Enrollment & Services. “These t-shirts proclaim to others a message of hope - that we can create peace in this world one touch, one massage at a time.”
